MINUTES OF THE MEETING – held on Wednesday 16th January 2019

The meeting opened at 6.29pm
BUSINESS AGENDA 
(1) Apologies for absence  - Cllr Duncan, work commitments.  Members of the public present: Dr H Anderson, Mr T Myers.

(2) Open Forum for members of the public (limited to 15 minutes)
1) Mr T Myers – planning matter with neighbour.  Concerns over a multi fuel burner built into a recent extension to the property. The flu protrudes the roof by approx. 2.5m.  The pantiles from the new extension have been replaced with a black composite roof which is much more obvious and not “in keeping” with the rest of the property and surrounding rooves, recent planning permission was passed for a pantile roof.  Suggested to Mr Myers that he contacts the Enforcement team at SDC.  Also suggestions by the Cllrs present to contact Environmental Health.  ACTION - Clerk to send some contact details to Mr Myers.
2) Dr Anderson – concerns (aesthetically not in keeping) over the potential spend of the Mint Fest charitable donations on a solar powered slow traffic sign.  At this point Cllr Hartley, indicated that he had received a response from the NY Traffic Bureau and Community Speed Watch.  The CSW team have offered a speed awareness package to the PC including a speed gun, tabards, etc.  ACTION – Clerk to create and send a flyer / mail drop to all residents requesting for their opinions / suggestions as to the Mint Fest charitable donation spend. 
(3) Declarations of Interest

(4) Minutes of the last meeting held on 18 October 2018 – approved by Cllr Lamb and seconded by Cllr Hartley.  
(5) Planning
a. SHLAA SDC Housing Plan for 2019-2023 – Biggin Parish Map with potential sites.  ACTION - Map provided to Councillors for information only.  
b. CIL/Sec 106 Funding from new builds at Croft Farm (Cllr Lamb).  Clerk has researched this and there are no CIL funds to claim.  (this is because the planning application was submitted in Dec 2015 and SDC adopted the policy on 1 January 2016).  ACTION – Cllr Lamb to reconfirm the previous landowners understanding of this policy.

(6) Community Safety – response from Community Watch Team (update from Cllr Hartley)
Speed limit – response from CWT from Dec 2017 and support they can offer to the village.  ACTION -  Cllr Hartley to prepare a letter to residents to gauge interest in being involved with this project.  Forward to Clerk to distribute.
(7) Finance – update from RFO, balance at bank. 
a. Precept Budgeting for 2019/20 (needs to be returned to SDC by 19/1/19)  The Clerk gave the Councillors a copy of the Options for Precept Budgeting provided by SDC and the income and expenditure for the current financial year.  Unanimous vote to go with Option 4 – increase by Precept by 2% from £1,200 to £1,396.38.  ACTION - Clerk to return notification to Tammy Fox asap.
b. Balance at bank - £3465.45 at 14 December 2018, expenditure of £136 to M Potts, income of £725.94 (9 Jan 2019).



(8) Community Engagement
Cllr Hartley reported back from correspondence from the CSW (Community Speed Watch).  The CSW team have offered a speed awareness package to the PC including a speed gun, tabards etc.  Cllr Hartley to draft a letter to send to all residents.  ACTION - Clerk to mock up a flyer to residents as to how they would like to spend the charitable donation within the community.  This will be combined with the charitable donation suggestions in agenda item (10).

(9) May 2019 Elections for District and Parish Councillors
Thursday 2nd May 2019 – all parish and district councillors up for re-election.  Notice of Elections will be published by Tues 26 March 2019.  Nomination forms cannot be accepted until the Notice of Election has been published.  The deadline for submission of nomination papers for both the District and Parish elections is 4pm Wed 3 April 2019.  The deadline to register to vote is Fri 12 April 2019. Cllr Marshall has given his notice of resignation with immediate effect.    All other Councillors present demonstrated their willingness to stand for re-election.  ACTION – Clerk to notify SDC of vacant seat.

(10) Feedback from Mint Fest – Therese McMullan at Mint Fest has approved Biggin PC to receive the charitable donation of £725.94 for a community project, namely Solar Powered speed sign.  Other suggestions for the charitable donation include: Wooden bench, new notice board, community event, village entrance signs.  ACTION Clerk to draft a questionnaire to residents and tag onto the Community Speed Watch information.
